DISPELLING THE MYTHS OF NATURAL FAMILY PLANNING 
WEEK #2 

 
The following is an attempt to help couples understand the truth of NFP by addressing some of the myths and/
or complaints of this natural fertility method: 
 
1.)  NFP is really no different from contraception.  We plan on being open to children, but would like to use a 
contraceptive to space them.  What could be wrong with that? 
 
At first glance, there doesn’t seem to be a difference between NFP and contraceptives because they can both 
be used to achieve the same results.  Yet, there is a fundamental distinction between NFP and contraception.  
To contracept is to choose, by any means, to impede the procreative potential of a given act of intercourse.  In 
other words, it is the intentional sterilization of the sexual act.  In NFP, however, no such step is taken.  The 
spouses do not act against their fertility.  They do not reject the link between the two meanings of sex (love 
and life).  They simply follow the natural patterns of the body’s fertility and infertility.  The method is very im-
portant:  for example, if I need $100 from my bank, there is a huge difference between taking the money out of 
my account and robbing the bank.  Either way, I get my $100, but one is legal and moral, and the other is 
criminal and sinful. 
 
2.)  I’ve heard that NFP doesn’t work.  Is that true? 
 
Actually, NFP is one of the most effective means of planning one’s family.  NFP, of course, is not the out-
moded rhythm method, a method based on the calendar.  Rather, NFP is a highly scientific way of determining 
when a woman is fertile based on observing various bodily signs.  The statistics of its reliability rival the most 
effective forms of contraception.  A number of studies have shown that the Sympto-Thermal Method of NFP 
can be used at the 99% level of effectiveness for avoiding or spacing pregnancies.  NFP works with menstrual 
cycles of any length and any degree of irregularity.  As with contraceptives, NFP must be used properly by the 
couple to ensure the high effectiveness rate.  The real question to ask the person who says NFP doesn’t work 
is:  “Why doesn’t it work?”  Did the person take an NFP class from a certified NFP instructor?  Did the couple 
attend classes when the woman’s fertility was suppressed and thus did not really learn the method?  Was 
NFP used properly in marriage?
