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DISPELLING THE MYTHS OF NATURAL FAMILY PLANNING
WEEK #3

The following is an attempt to help couples understand the truth of NFP by addressing some of the myths and/or
complaints of this natural fertility method:

1.) NFP requires long periods of abstinence, which causes frustration and ultimately damages the marital rela-
tionship.

Response: It varies from woman to woman, but in general, NFP requires 5-8 days of abstinence. Many find it
odd that periodic abstinence should be beneficial rather than harmful to marriage. Certainly most who begin to
use NFP, especially those who were not chaste before marriage and who have used contraception, generally find
the abstinence required to be a source of strain and a cause of considerable irritability. Situations will arise in
every marriage that require abstinence, whether it be sickness, travel, childbirth, etc. Abstinence, of course, like
dieting or any other form of self-restraint, brings its hardships; but like dieting and other forms of self-denial, it
also brings its benefits. Many find that an element of romance reenters the relationship during the time of absti-
nence, and an element of excitement accompanies the reuniting. Spouses using NFP find that they come to un-
derstand and respect one another more. Abstinence during the fertile phase evokes a sense of periodic
“courtship,” after which the couple enjoys “honeymoon” that increases the appreciation and enjoyment of the
marital union. A regular period of abstinence has been decisively shown to help strengthen marriages by oblig-
ing couples to show their affection in other ways for a few days of every month, thereby improving vital communi-
cation skills. On the other hand, marital chastity can become a point of contention if one spouse believes what
the Church teaches and the other wants to be unchaste. However, whether the point of contention is birth con-
trol, pornography, or infidelity, the problem is not the Church’s teaching; the problem is the lack of purity of heart.

2.) NFP is difficult to learn and time-consuming to practice.

Response: A couple must be able to take the wife’s temperature and record it, as well as observe other simple
physical signs (please see www.learn-nfp.org for more information). These observations are relatively easy to
make, take only a few minutes, and work even for irregular cycles. A couple learns enough at the first class to
enable them to start practicing NFP right away. After learning the method, most couples are able to use it with-
out further counseling after they gain two or three cycles of experience. They tend to settle down into a certain
pattern that is best handled by just a couple of the rules. The methods are simple enough to have been success-
fully adapted to suit the needs of cultures all around the world. For couples who say that NFP is difficult to learn
and time-consuming to practice, what may be lacking is not the ability to learn the method, but the motivation to
do so.

“Knowing we’re run- ¢
d ning for the glory of God gives me more motivation to really push myself,” she explains. “l know my suffering
f isn’t just for my good time, but can be used for the souls in purgatory. That makes running a lot more meaning- §
d ful and worthwhile.” :

d Practice runs mean praying together the Chaplet of Divine Mercy and the Rosary. The prayers and sacrifice :
i are most often offered for the souls in purgatory, quite often the souls of those in the local cemetery on their |
4 regular practice route. :

i For Monica, the spiritual side of sports doesn’t end at the finish line, either. Having learned to pray the Divine §
 Mercy Chaplet with the team, she made it a part of her Lenten observance. And she finds untold benefits from §
fl integrating faith and sports, like prayer before all practices and the team’s weekly holy hour in the perpetual §
d Eucharistic adoration chapel. “It really helps the team with bonding,” says Monica, “and gives us a sense of §
B unity and purpose.” And it was their firm anchor early last season when teammate Kelly Roggensack died in a j
4 car accident. :

1 “If we didn’t have that faith,” Monica says, “I don’t know how we would have gone through that. But now we §
d have an intercessor looking out for us. Not only do we grow closer as a team, but it's really good for the heal- §
8 ing, knowing Kelly is interceding for us and that we can pray for her. She is still a part of the team.” :

i Every day Monica feels blessed to run and grow in faith. Although the team won its Collegiate Conference §
4 championship last season, “The focus doesn’t revolve solely around winning,” she explains. “At the same time §
