The Brown Scapular

it devoutly, but also to practice the fundamental tenants of the spirituality of the Carmelite Order.  One who receives the 
Scapular should:  1.) frequently receive the Sacraments, 2.) foster in their li ves a special devotion to the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, and 3.) practice the virtues of charity, chastity, and obedience to the will  of God.  By thus responding to the love of 
the Virgin, we will  li ve secure under her protection in all  the dangers of this life and at the hour of death, confident that even 
after death, she will  intervene on our behalf with her maternal love until  we are led to the blessed land of Heaven.
