What does it mean to be Catholic?  Does it mean going to Church every Sunday?  Does it mean observing and accepting “Catholic 
rules?”  Does it mean respecting the authority of the Pope?  Certainly being Catholic means all  of these things, but it means so much 
more.  Why do we do the things that make us “Catholic?”  If  we don’ t know why we do or believe certain things, and if we don’ t do or 
believe these things because we are in relationship with Jesus Christ, then what we do has littl e meaning. 
 

Scripture states that “Everyone who listens to these words of mine and acts on them will  be like a wise man who built  his house on rock.  
The rain fell , the floods came, and the winds blew and buffeted the house.  But it did not collapse; it had been set solidly on 
rock”  (Matthew 7:24-25).  In an attempt to provide a firm foundation of truth on which to build our relationship with Jesus, and thus li ve 
our Catholic Faith even more deeply, each week I would like to share excerpts from a littl e catechism that I am in the midst of compil -
ing. Each question and answer will  be followed by a quote from either the Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC) or the Compendium 
( C ), which is an off icial summary of the Catechism of the Catholic Church.  
 

1.)  What is the plan of God for  man? 
Even though God is perfectly happy in Himself, He freely chose to create man to share in nothing less than His very li fe.  God made us 
to know Him, to love Him, and to serve Him in this world, and to be happy with Him forever in the next.

2.)  Has sin destroyed God’s plan for  mankind? 
No.  Sin makes following God’s plan more diff icult, but God did not abandon us to Satan and death.  He has saved us through His Son’s 
death and Resurrection and now offers to us the gift of eternal li fe. 
 “ In the fullness of time, God the Father sent His Son as the Redeemer and Saviour of mankind, fallen into sin, thus calli ng all  into 
His Church and, through the work of the Holy Spirit, making them adopted children and heirs of His eternal happiness.”   (C#1)

·  Since sin makes it diff icult to find the happiness that God so radically offers us, am I serious about turning away from all  sin in my 

li fe?
