This week’s Compact Catechism continues to deal with God’s revelation to man. 
 

1.)  What is the fullness of God’s Revelation to man? 
 

“In many and various ways, God spoke of old to our fathers by the prophets, but in these last days He has spoken to us by a 
Son”  (Hebrews 1:1-2).  Jesus Christ is the Word of God made flesh, and He is the complete revelation of God to man.  God has spoken 
everything to us in His one Word.  There will be no further revelation until the coming of Jesus at the end of time.  Over the centuries, 
under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, the Church has come to a greater understanding of the Faith given to us through Revelation. 
 

“The full and definitive stage of God’s revelation is accomplished in His Word made flesh, Jesus Christ, the mediator and fullness of 
Revelation.  He, being the only-begotten Son of God made man, is the perfect and definitive Word of the Father.  In the sending of the 
Son and the gift of the Spirit, Revelaton is now fully complete, although the faith of the Church must gradually grasp its full significance 
over the course of centuries.”  (Compendium #9) 
 

2.)  What is the value of private revelations? 
 

Throughout the centuries, there have been private revelations made to individuals, some of which have been recognized by the Church 
(for example, Lourdes and Fatima).  These do not belong to the deposit of faith since they do not add to Divine Revelation.  When the 
Church approves them, she merely states that the faithful can believe them since there is nothing in them contrary to Revelation. 
 

“While not belonging to the deposit of faith, private revelations may help a person to live the faith as long as they lead us to Christ.  The 
Magisterium of the Church, which has the duty of evaluating such private revelations, cannot accept those which claim to surpass or 
correct that definitive Revelation which is Christ.”  (Compendium #10)
