DIRECTOR OF PLANNED PARENTHOOD
IN BRYAN, TEXAS RESIGNS AFTER
WATCHING ABORTION ULTRASOUND

According to LifeSiteNews.com, the director of the Texas
Planned Parenthood abortion mill where the “40 Days for
Life” campaign began has resigned, saying she experi-
enced a conversion after watching an ultrasound video of a
child being killed by abortion.

Abby Johnson had been affiliated with the Bryan, Texas
Planned Parenthood facility for eight years and worked as
its director for two of those years. She said that she began
to feel uncomfortable with Planned Parenthood’s business
philosophy after the organization, suffering from the eco-
nomic downturn, told her to try to bring more abortions in
the door. “The money wasn't in family planning, the money
wasn't in prevention, the money was in abortion, and so |
had a problem with that,” said Johnson.

But the turning point for Johnson was reportedly when she
witnessed an actual ultrasound image of an abortion being
performed on an unborn child.

“| feel so pure in heart. | don't have this guilt, | don’t have
this burden anymore,” said Johnson. “And that's how I
know that this conversion was a spiritual conversion.”

Johnson resigned on October 6, near the beginning of the
sixth annual “40 Days for Life” campaign in Bryan. She has
since joined up with the nearby Coalition for Life to begin
praying near her old workplace. Coalition for Life is the lo-
cal group that began “40 Days for Life,” the national prayer
and fasting campaign that was ongoing at the time of John-
son’s resignation. David Bereit, National Director of “40
Days for Life,” said that “Johnson’s amazing conversion
demonstrates the importance of a constant, peaceful prayer
presence in front of abortion facilities. From that first cam-
paign in 2004, we've prayed for Abby—and for all abortion
workers—that they would come to see what abortion really
is, and that they would leave the deadly business. In this
case, those prayers have been answered.”

This week’s Compact Catechism deals with the writtendMadr God ... how did it
come to be? Who are the Bible’s authors? Read on to find out!

1.) What is Sacred Scripture (the Bible)?
Scripture is the Word of God written by men under the inspiratidgheoHoly Spirit. It is contained in the books of
the Old Testament and New Testament. These writings aildy tdifferent than any other writings in history. The
Old Testament prepares for the coming of Christ, and the Nstament conveys the truth of the fulfillment of Divine
Revelation.
- “Sacred Scripture is the speech of God as it is put down in writing unider breath of the Holy
Spirit.” (Catechism of the Catholic Church #81)
“The OId Testament prepares for the New, and the New Testantiig the Old; the two shed light on each
other.” (Compendium #23)
“As an old saying put it, the New Testament lies hidden in the Old,ren®ld Testament is unveiled in the
New.” (Catechism of the Catholic Church #129)

2.) Is God the Author of Sacred Scripture?

Yes. Even though the Scriptures were written by human authors, the ultimateis@bdr The human authors wrote
in their own styles, but they were enlightened by the Holy Sisitne inspiration) in such a way that they wrote only
what God wanted and nothing more.

“...God Himself is the author of Sacred Scripture. The Holy Spirit fadpihe human authors who wrote what He
wanted to teach us.” (Compendium #18)

3.) What is divine inspiration?

Divine inspiration is the process by which the intellect andnatiieof each of the sacred authors were perfectly moved
by the Holy Spirit so that they wrote exactly what God wanted to be written. dtlue af the Holy Spirit did not take
away their freedom in any way—they were not taking dictatiomfGod—but allowed them to write as true authors
who were being guided precisely by God. This process ultimately is a mystetywsdcannot fully comprehend.

To compose tkd sacks, God chose certain men who, all
the while He employed them in this task, made full use ofdtirfaculties and powers so that, though He acted in
them and by them, it was as true authors that they consigned to writingwehdie wanted written, and no
more.”
