This week we will dig into a question that is often asked.  Hopefully this discussion will 
bring meaning to the suffering that we must endure in this life. 
 

 
If God is all-powerful and all-good, why does evil exist? 
 
This is a mystery that can really test our faith.  Evil came into creation, not through God, but through the sinful disobedience 
of the fallen angels and our first parents, Adam and Eve.  In order to understand why God allows evil in the world, we must 
know something about His will.  God has two expressions of His divine will:  active and permissive.  God actively wills 
good to happen (He cannot actively will evil), but He permits evil to occur.  Why?  In the mystery of His providence, God, 
by sometimes permitting evil to seemingly triumph, can actively bring about a greater good.  From the greatest evil to ever 
occur (the crucifixion of Jesus), God brought about the greatest good (our redemption).  This is a mystery that we will only 
fully understand in the next life.  Only surrendering to God’s will can bring us peace, even in the midst of the greatest trials. 
 
“God is in no way, directly or indirectly, the cause of moral evil.  He permits it, however, because He respects the freedom 
of His creatures and, mysteriously, knows how to derive good from it.”  (Compendium of the Catholic Church #331) 
 
“In time we can discover that God, in His mighty providence, can bring a good from the consequences of an evil, even a 
moral evil, caused by His creatures.  From the greatest moral evil ever committed—the rejection and murder of God’s only 
Son, caused by the sins of men—God, by His grace that abounded all the more, brought the greatest of goods:  the glorifica-
tion of Christ and our redemption.  But for all that, evil never becomes a good.”  (Compendium of the Catholic Church 
#312) 
 
“Only at the end, when our partial knowledge ceases, when we see God face to face, will we fully know the ways by which—
even through the dramas of evil and sin—God has guided His creation.”  (Compendium of the Catholic Church #314)
